GENERAL INFORMATION FOR INDIAN PASSPORT

a. Your passport is a valuable document. It should always be in your own custody. It must not be altered or mutilated in any way. If lost or destroyed, the fact and circumstances should be immediately reported to the nearest Indian Mission and to the local police. 

b. It is an offense under the Passports Act 1967 to give false information in the Application. Passport facilities can be denied on grounds of suppression of factual information, submission of false particulars, willful damage of passport and for making unauthorized changes in the passports. 
c. Please keep a photocopy of your passport in a safe place. Without it, issuance of a duplicate passport in case of loss/damage/theft may be delayed. 


d. Please check the expiry date of your Passport on receiving it for the first time and remember to get your passport renewed well in advance of the expiry date. 

Note: Indian Citizenship Law Does Not Provide for Dual Citizenship and, accordingly, it is illegal for a person to possess an Indian Passport once he/she has become a citizen of another country. The holder of an Indian passport should therefore immediately return his/her Indian passport to the nearest Indian Embassy/Consulate on becoming citizen of any other country. Please read ‘Notice for Indians Acquiring Foreign Nationality’ under NOTICES.

NO REFUNDS Fees, once received, cannot be refunded, even if the application is withdrawn or service cannot be rendered.

1) REISSUE OF A PASSPORT AFTER 10 YEARS (FINAL or F)/ FRESH PASSPORT WHEN PAGES ARE EXHAUSTED 

Application for reissue of a passport has to be made when applicant's old passport has completed 10 years (Final or F). The Application for a reissue of the passport can also be made up to one year before the expiry of the Passport. 


Please read general information for Indian passport also.


Requirements for reissue/fresh  passport are: 

1. Application to be made on the Application Form for an Indian Passport. Application form should be filled in fully, legibly (in BLOCK CAPITAL LETTERS) and accurately. Applications received with incomplete details would remain unprocessed causing unnecessary delays.
2. Old Passport, with additional booklet, if any (in original) 

3. Four coloured photographs of size 3.5 cm x 3.5 cm showing frontal view of full face including the one to be pasted on top of the application form; photographs with coloured or dark glasses, Polaroid/computer prints will not be accepted.

4. Prescribed fee (CH$28,000/- for 36 page passport & CH$35,000/- for 60 page passport)

5. Copy of the first five and last two pages of the passport; 

6. Copy of page indicating Chilean visa or original Chilean Identity Card or original Permanent resident certificate. (in case application is being mailed, a notarized copy of these documents must be sent); 

THE DECLARATION AT THE END OF THE APPLICATION FORM HAS TO BE NOTARISED IN CASE THE OLD PASSPORT HAS EXPIRED MORE THAN ONE YEAR AGO.

In case your present passport does not contain the name of spouse and you wish to have it entered in your new passport, copy of marriage certificate and a copy of passport of spouse must be submitted, duly notarized. 


Application form must be signed by the applicant and completed in all respects. Please ensure that the applicant's signature or thumb impression is also provided in the box, without touching its sides, at the end of the application form. 

Old passport would be returned after cancellation. Valid visas in the old passport are not cancelled and can be used after cancellation of the passport.
If the application is found to be in order and the old passport is issued from Santiago, the new passport will be issued in 3-4 weeks (as the Machine Readable Passport is printed from India). In reference cases the issue may take up to 10 weeks. 
The Embassy has the right to ask for any other document in original. 

2) PASSPORT FOR A MINOR CHILD

All minor children (up to 15 years of age) need to have a separate passport and their name no longer can be included in parent's passport. Passport of the minor child will be valid for five years from the date of issue or till 18 years of age whichever is less.

Requirements are: 
1) Application to be made on the Application Form for an Indian Passport. Application form should be filled in fully, legibly (in BLOCK CAPITAL LETTERS) and accurately. Applications received with incomplete details would remain unprocessed causing unnecessary delays.

2. Old Passport (in original) together with copy of the first five and last two pages of the passport
3) Four coloured photographs of size 3.5 cm x 3.5 cm showing frontal view of full face including the one to be pasted on top of the application form; photographs with coloured or dark glasses, Polaroid/computer prints will not be accepted.
4) Prescribed fee of CH$17,500/- (Only 36 pages booklet will be issued). 
5) Original Chilean Identity Card or original Permanent resident certificate together with its copy (in case application is being mailed, a notarized copy of these documents must be sent); 

Note: In case the application for Indian passport is for the first time then the following additional documents are also to be submitted:

i) Birth Certificate along with a copy thereof 

ii)copy of Registration of birth at the Indian Embassy if child is born in Chile OR if the child's name is endorsed on either parent's passport, then passport of that parent (Passport in this case would be issued to the minor child only after deletion of child's name from the passport of the parent); 

iv) Passport of both parents along with their copy ; 
v) consent of both parents in the form of sworn affidavit in a prescribed proforma. 
(in case application is being mailed, a notarized copy of these documents must be sent); 

Application form must be signed by the applicant and completed in all respects. Please ensure that the applicant's signature or thumb impression is provided in the box, without touching its sides, at the end of the application form. 

If the application is found to be in order and the old passport is issued from Santiago, the new passport will be issued in 3-4 weeks (as the Machine Readable Passport is printed from India). In reference cases the issue may take up to 10 weeks. 
3) CHANGE OF NAME
      (i) In case of change of name following marriage, divorce or remarriage:
· Application to be made on the Application Form for an Indian Passport. Application form should be filled in fully, legibly (in BLOCK CAPITAL LETTERS) and accurately. Unsigned or applications received with incomplete details would remain unprocessed causing unnecessary delays. The specimen signature should not touch the sides of the box.

· Original Passport along with copy of the first five and last two pages of the passport
· Four coloured photographs of size 3.5 cm x 3.5 cm showing frontal view of full face including the one to be pasted on top of the application form; photographs with coloured or dark glasses, Polaroid/computer prints will not be accepted
· Notarized copy of marriage certificate along with original or notarized copy of divorce deed duly authenticated by court along with original, as applicable; 

· A notarized joint affidavit signed by both husband and wife in prescribed proforma, along with a joint photograph

· copy of husband's passport; 
· in case of Re-married ladies (Married ladies applying for change of name/husband's name in case of remarriage after divorce OR death of husband), divorce deed OR death certificate as the case may be in respect of her first husband.
· Copy of page indicating Chilean visa or Original Chilean Identity Card or Permanent resident certificate. (in case application is being mailed, a notarized copy of these documents must be sent); 
· Prescribed fee (CH$28,000/- for 36 page booklet & CH$35,000/- for 60 page booklet)

            (ii) in ALL OTHER CASES :
· Change to be advertised in two daily newspapers, one in Chile and another in India (circulation in the area of your permanent and present residence);

· Submission of original newspaper clippings;
· Affidavit on change of name, duly notarized in the prescribed proforma

· Application to be made on the Application Form for an Indian Passport. Application form should be filled in fully, legibly (in BLOCK CAPITAL LETTERS) and accurately. Applications received with incomplete details would remain unprocessed causing unnecessary delays.

· Original Passport along with copy of the first five and last two pages of the passport.
· Four coloured photographs of size 3.5 cm x 3.5 cm showing frontal view of full face including the one to be pasted on top of the application form; photographs with coloured or dark glasses, Polaroid/computer prints will not be accepted
· Copy of page indicating Chilean visa or Original Chilean Identity Card or Permanent resident certificate. (in case application is being mailed, a notarized copy of these documents must be sent); 
· Prescribed fee (CH$28,000/- for 36 page booklet & CH$35,000/- for 60 page booklet)
Please note that if you carry a passport with a name which you consider is not the same as your "real" name you would still require to submit newspaper advertisements. 

Newspaper advertisements are a requirement for change of name as it appears in the passport and it is required even though you are changing to a name which you have held previously and which appear on your other legal documents. 

Kindly note that while the requirements mentioned above are complete in all respects, the Embassy has the right to ask for any other original document at any stage and these documents are required to be presented for scrutiny and satisfaction of the Embassy officer before rendering any service.
